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EXECUTIVES GO HEAD TO HEAD
Among the field of around 120 entrants in this weekend’s inaugural Targa Wrest Point will be two Tasmanian executives with a lot to prove. “My aim is to finish the event and use it as learning experience but there is one man I really want to beat across the line – my northern counterpart, Gerald Theron”.

Mr Theron will drive his prized 2002 Subaru WRX STi and will line up with experience on his side, having competed in Targa Tasmania in 2007 and 2008, plus numerous track days and hill climbs.  And, Mr Theron will compete with his right hand man, Hotel Manager at Country Club Tasmania, Mr Rod Black, as navigator.  Commenting on his rivalry with Mr Davey, Mr Theron today said
“It’s fair to say there is a bit of pride at stake. There is always friendly rivalry between Wrest Point and Country Club Tasmania and this weekend’s event will be a good opportunity for the north to score a few points”.
Described as the ultimate short course rally and featuring Australia’s largest field of cars outside of Targa Tasmania, Targa Wrest Point will commence at 9am Saturday 31 January at Wrest Point.
