Ceiling-mounted radiant heaters will provide extra comfort in winter and bi-fold doors will enable the alfresco dining area to be sectioned off from the interior to cater for groups or special events.

Stage two of the project will see a new, continuous buffet installed on the perimeter of the restaurant with direct access from the kitchen, improving customer access and service flow. The buffet is currently located in the middle of the dining area.

Modern furniture will complete the transformation and improve the overall ambience of the dining room. The new-look Links Restaurant will open to the public for lunch on Saturday, 15 November. The outlet will remain open during the refurbishment, with meal service taking place in the Tasman Room and Mt Pleasant Showroom when necessary.
